ENG 566 01 Special Topics:  Writing Fiction by Reading

Writers study their craft in a variety of ways, but the surest way to learn to write is to read.  This course will use reading as a writing guide while studying stories, novels, and essays by E. M. Forster, Vladimir Nabokov, Andre Aciman, and Isaac Bashevis Singer, among others.  Weekly writing assignments will be structured to develop students’ grasp of narrative, mood, point of view, texture, memory and place.  Two short stories will be due during the course of the semester, and students should be prepared to approach the reading as a technique to broaden both their creative and analytical skills.
