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1.  To exhibit an understanding of local, state and national standards for school library media programs, and to informally evaluate the library’s staff, resources, and physical facilities; (CF 1; AASL 1.3, 3.1, 4.2) 

2.  To know the school curricula, the library curricula, the information literacy standards and to collect instructional activities (using a variety of teaching strategies and reflecting a diversity of learners) for student knowledge, use, and enjoyment of the school library media center; (CF 1, 2; AASL 2 ) 

3.  To create, analyze, and develop library policies and procedures related to collection development, resource selection, challenged materials, circulation, copyright, confidentiality, interlibrary loan, and acceptable use; (CF 1,5,6; AASL 1.1, 1.3, 4)  

4.  To use appropriate written, verbal, electronic, and visual formats to inform the learning community of the library program’s plans, policies, resources, finances, services, and activities; (CF 1, 5, 6; AASL 1,2,3,4) 

5.  To demonstrate knowledge of budgetary processes including school, district, state, and federal regulations and policies; (CF 1; AASL 4.2) 

6.  To demonstrate an understanding of management techniques for materials, equipment, and staff; (CF 1; AASL 4.2) 

7. To engage in self-assessment, reflect on performance, and share results. (CF 4; AASL 2.2)
