To classify print and non-print media representing a variety of topics of interest to a 
diverse population of K-12 learners and educators using the current edition of the 
Abridged Dewey Decimal Classification.    (AASL 1.2, 4.1; CF: 3)
5. To become familiar with some aspects of cataloging software and integrated library 
systems using MARC Magician software and accessing information on specific resource sites on the World Wide Web (Internet).  (AASL 1.2, 4.1; CF: 1-3) 
6.  To successfully use the Blackboard course-hosting software for reading, downloading 
and uploading coursework, and communicating with instructors and classmates.  (CF: 1-3) 
7. To visit the Library of Congress.
