2. To demonstrate an understanding of descriptive cataloging, copy cataloging, cataloging rules; MARC Records, classification schemes, and terminology; (CF 1)

3. To make effective use of the standard cataloging and classification tools appropriate for school library media centers; (CF 1, 6; AASL 1.3, 4.1)

4. To visit the Library of Congress : (a) Jane Gilchrist, Library of Congress Cataloger of Children’s Materials and to understand the CIP program and (b) to learn about the LOC Digital Collections; (CF 1; AASL 3.1)

7. Present a summary of a current article on a topic related to organization and access.  Instructions and rubric will be distributed in class.  5 points.
