Notes: 

· Arrange the items on your reference list alphabetically by author, interfiling books, articles, etc.
· For two or more authors only invert the first and last name of the first author listed in the entry.
· Underline the title of the book

· Use the proper punctuation for each part of the citation  

· Double-space all lines. 

· Indent the second and following lines 5 spaces (or one half inch). 

· Abbreviate the names of all months except May, June, and July.
