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A Pathfinder for UMS 6th Grade Integrated Studies

Your Integrated Studies teacher, Mrs. Whalen, has chosen the delicious topic of chocolate as one of the broad topics you will conduct research for your main project. This is a very broad topic with many sub-topics. Here are a few examples:
· Biographies of famous chocolate kings, such as Hershey

· History of chocolate

· How chocolate is made

· Economics of chocolate—how much do we spend on it? Company profit?

· History of particular chocolate products

· How candy bars are made

· Designing candy—bars and wrappers

· How chocolate is marketed

· Nutrition and chocolate

We will be using the topic of chocolate to help you learn some of the research skills and familiarize you with the library’s resources. For your main research project, you will decide which direction you wish to go.

To begin your research, get a general overview of your topic in a general encyclopedia, such as Worldbook Encyclopedia (REF 031 WOR) or Compton’s Encyclopedia (REF 031COM).
