Book Order Reflection:

I started this book order several weeks ago – going to Hoover to read over some of the source guides; subscribing to Horn Book and Horn Book Guide and reading over their choices; getting a student subscription to ALA and reading their magazine; reading ALA/ALSC’s choices for best books; and getting information from my MS to read over – I must say this is incredibly time consuming – but, rewarding!

I decided to make this book order something my LMS could actually use this year. My MS, Marge Runkle, informed me that she was going to use some of my picks, so I wanted to make this order relevant to our school, our school’s climate, and our students. I wanted to make this book order easy for Marge to follow and use – so I made a managerial/grad student decision and categorized my selections: Technical Area orders, ABC-CLIO orders, Chelsea House orders, Fiction/Nonfiction, and Professional Development. I alphabetized each category, but kept the pages running.

We teach in a comprehensive technical school – York County School of Technology – boasting a large portion of a student body of reluctant readers. The MS is moving forward in the areas of technology and reading and more and more teachers are starting to use the library – technical and academic. 

So, I wanted to order books that were relevant to both sides of our “house.” I ordered technical manuals/choices for several of the technical areas to use in library research. I also wanted to stick with certain reference series that Marge has/had already started through her dealers/jobbers at Chelsea House and ABC-CLIO – my goal, to add to the series. She is also re-vamping our professional library – which is almost nonexistent; my goal, to add relevant titles to our professional library. And, as always, I saw a need to “up” our level of fiction – mainly with 2005 titles and award winning titles.

I guess my personality and personal interests come into play with what I chose from those categories. I like solid, well-written, novels with good characters, plot lines, and values; but, I’m not averse to ordering a Cosmo Girl Quiz Book for the reluctant reader! I like research and reference tools that have many visuals, good primary source readings, personal stories, humor, and keep the user’s interest – our students tend to be very visual. In some cases, my choices came down to which cover of a book I liked better or which character’s name I liked more! I tried to be open-minded and not focus so much on what “I” like but, what “I” like that my students might like, and what “they” like that I might become accustomed to!  I also wanted to “take my time” to make my choices – they had to be relevant to me and my students, and not something that I pulled off of a list to make life easier for myself. If I don’t do it myself, it isn’t mine.

My main difficulty was finding reviews! Some books had numerous reviews and others had none. I searched Booklist, Horn Book Guide, School Library Journal, Kirkus, Reference & Research Book News, Amazon, the companies themselves, and in some cases called the companies I was using to see if I could get my hands on reviews! Some of my choices had no reviews available – but I wanted the book – it fit in with my kids and curriculum – so I chose it regardless. Others I got rid of because of a lack of review – it seemed as if I was the only person who had heard of the book – not always good!
We purchase our videos/movies by department, if necessary, but the media center is responsible for our new video system - Digital United Streaming Video; the media center is also responsible for the Access PA Power Library fee which enables us to have over $30,000.00 worth of databases for a $180.00 fee through the PA Public Library System; any software licenses and software packages are also ordered through individual departments, the media center being responsible for its own computer lab. 
All in all, this was a rewarding activity. I’m just very glad that I won’t have to go to this length to order books when I’m a LMS! I’ll just have to curb my “book enthusiasm” because there won’t be enough money in the YCST coffers!
