Using Wireless Laptops in Class

Student Direction Sheet
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Do’s

1. Sign your initials next to the number of the laptop before taking one out of the cart.

2. Carry the machine with two hands.

3. Make sure that all your books and unnecessary materials are on the floor.

4. Place the laptop on a solid, flat surface.

5. Touch the keys gently. It is your machine tool for the period. Treat it like you value the privilege of using it. To move the cursor use either the touch pad and the two buttons under it to select, open, close, etc. or the red knob and and the two buttons with red lines.
6. Listen carefully to all of the directions.

7. When working with a partner, share the use.

8. Follow all teacher directions about when and how to access the programs, as well as which sites to use.

9. Fully shut down the machine at the end of the period, making certain that there are no lights on anywhere. When you close the lid, no green lights should be on.
Don’ts

1. Don’t begin using the laptop until the teacher has specified.

2. Don’t touch the screen with your fingers and do no have a pencil or pen in your hand when looking at the screen.

3. Don’t change any screen settings such as the background, screen saver, icons.

4. Don’t download any software.

Improper use of the laptop will result in loss of future privileges using the machines.
