Objective/Indicator:   
1.A.1.a/e-Students will select and read age appropriate fiction (and nonfiction) titles that reflect personal interests and help provide virtual experiences as well as validation of own experiences and concerns. 
1.A.2.b- Students will browse, select, and enjoy library books. 
1.A.3.a-Students will read independently self-selected books.

	Procedure:   Students will learn how to use the AR search feature in OPAC. They will then use OPAC, their classmates, and their knowledge of the layout of the library to create a personal reading list for future self-selected reading choices.
Before/Hook Activity:  Show summaries of each genre. Students will match each summary to it's genre. This will serve as a review of the basic genres that the students will be working with today. 
During:  Explain briefly to students that you know they have been working with AR as a part of their self-selected reading program in LA. Remind them that they should be using their ZPD and their interests to select books. Explain that the best readers are comfortable reading a variety of books. Show students the AR search feature on OPAC. Model how to conduct a search this way. (Click on AR, select Reading Level, type in ZPD, type in subject- mystery, science fiction, newbery, etc.) Next, point out to students where to find ZPD and points on the list. Remind them to click to read the summary. Have students talk me through another search. Pass out Scavenger Hunt worksheet and go over the directions. Brainstorm ways to find the answers (OPAC, ask a classmate, scan the shelves, etc.). Have students write their name and ZPD on their papers. Students get up and complete the scavenger hunt. Teach and librarian monitor and assist as necessary.
After:   Students will use their newly created list when selecting books to check out/put on hold. The last few minutes of their visit, the students will share their finds with someone who has a similar ZPD.
