Using Wireless Laptop Carts in Classroom

Tips for Teachers

1. Plan lesson so that student movement will be lessened and there will be less chance of bumping.

2. Emphasize that the laptops are a tool not a toy. Make safety of the equipment and following teacher directions a priority. Students who are off task and not following teacher directions should be deprived of laptop use.

3. Model or think aloud your directions and then talk the student through the directions again while they proceed.

4. Emphasize only using the sites recommended if students are using online research. They may not use google, ask jeeves, etc. For online research they should be using the databases:

Or Create a START PAGE, a word document in your folder of student drive and where students can just click on the links you recommend.

5. Students should always carry the laptop with two hands and follow teacher directions. Students should not touch the screen – fingers leave prints and pencils and pens can pierce the screen.

6. Before the end of the period and before the laptops are shut down, scan the desktops to make sure that no changes have been made to the desktop. Students who have made changes will have privileges removed.

7. When students are returning the laptops to the cart and signing in, check that there is no light on the top back of the laptop indicating that it was not shut down fully.

9. If the students need to print, plug in the wire into a data port. To print they must log into the network as student and then select the printer that goes with the cart.
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
