Social Reform Movements
Overview

Grade 8 Social Studies U3:LS4:S5 - Social Reformers React to Change
In this session, students learn about several social reform movements.  Students examine primary documents to learn what problems were addressed by reformers and what methods they used in trying to create change.  A PowerPoint will be created to share information about each reform movement.  

Enduring Understanding(s)

· From 1815-1850, the changing geography and economy of the United States helped develop fundamental aspects of American political and social culture such as American nationalism, role of the common man, belief in social reform, and participation in the political process.
· Lifelong learning is built on a foundation of information literacy.

Essential Question(s)

· What similarities and differences were there among the social reform groups?
· Which social reform groups were the most effective and why?

· Why are social reform movements an important part of a democratic society?

· How does interacting with information lead to understanding and communicating ideas?

Curriculum Related Indicators

· Common Task:  Students use textbook, school curriculum links, and web sites of primary documents to locate information about reform movements concerning education, women’s rights, abolition, temperance, working conditions, and the mentally disabled. 
· Assessed Indicator(s): (2.8.8.5) Describe the impact of the various reform movements including the abolitionist movement.

· Outcomes:  Students will be able to 1) research assigned reform movement using web pages of primary documents; 2) take relevant notes in a graphic organizer about assigned reform movement; 3) create a PowerPoint to share information with classmates

Library Media Specialist Collaboration Plan

· Schedule time in the library media center before lesson is taught.

· Determine responsibility for parts of lesson to be taught and materials preparation.

· Collaborate with teacher prior to lesson to develop mastery objectives and assessment rubric.

· Pinpoint differentiation needed for ELL, Special Education, GT and on-level students.

· Find websites for the documents to be used in the lesson.
· Preview related readings from textbook and curriculum guide.

Library Media Specialist Preparation/Resources

· Place reform movement document links on school website

· Ensure access to computers using SynchronEyes
· Make a completed PowerPoint example using “Treatment of the Disabled” reform movement

· Share ideas with teacher for an assessment rubric 
Instructional Delivery

Show students the itinerary on their computer screens for the lesson sequence using SynchronEyes.
Activator (I will do this only if it has not already been done by the classroom teacher.)
· Ask students to share what types of student service learning projects or individual volunteering they or family members have participated in.

· Create a T-chart on the board showing the methods used to affect change and the community needs that were addressed by the projects (i.e. homelessness, poverty, cancer, juvenile delinquency, drunk driving, racism, etc.)

· Ask students, “Which of these issues do you think were also problems in society in the 1800s?”

· Explain to students that from 1815-1850, many Americans became involved in social reform movements.  Write this term on the board.  Explain the meaning of each word and provide a definition such as, “an organized effort by a group of people to change a perceived problem in society.”

· Explain to students they will learn about several different social reform movements.  First, however, they will learn about an event that influenced many of these movements to get started.  Provide brief background information about “The Second Great Awakening.”  Talk about when it happened, what it was, and how it impacted society.

Modeling/Guided Practice
· Go to the Curriculum Links on the school’s website and open up Social Reform under the History/World Studies section.

· Open the note taking template, rename it,  and save it in the History folder

· Provide directions on how this will be used in their research process.

· Go over the reform movements that will be researched.

· Open the “Treatment of the Disabled” link. 

· Remind students of the questions that need to be answered on the note taking template as they read the information and documents for their assigned reform movement.
· Remind students that they may also include background information from their text.

· Share example of PowerPoint on “Treatment of the Disabled.”  Go over criteria for PowerPoint.
· Identify the elements of a web site citation for the CREDITS slide.
Independent Practice

· Students use the information to complete the assigned reform movement section of their note taking graphic organizer.
· Students create a PowerPoint about their reform movement and use MLA format example to cite web sources. 
Checking for Understanding/Assessment

· Students are able to complete reforms note taking template accurately.

· Students are able to produce PowerPoint based on criteria.

· Students have accurate citations on their CREDITS slide.

· Teacher elicits responses to essential questions in some format after PowerPoints have been presented.
Differentiation/ELL/Special Education/GT

· Group students with an awareness of reading and ELL levels.
· Define the words social, reform, and movement individually before giving the definition for the phrase.
· Model reading and completing the chart with one set of the primary document pages.

· Provide tips for reading the web page documents.

· Give students the links to the documents ahead of time to preview for homework.

· Have students to read in their textbooks to build background knowledge before reading the primary document pages.
