Locate resources to meet an identified need.
	· introduce students to layout of library media center 

· teach students how to use the Patron’s Catalog to find print sources
· introduce students to  search engines to answer questions about topics of interest or study
	· make Pathfinders for fellow classmates to locate resources about a topic of interest or study
· teach the Dewey sections of the library using titles on index cards related to curricular topics 
· teach students how to use to create a flowchart explaining how to find print and online sources to do research about topics of interest or study

	OUTCOME 3

Gather relevant information from appropriate sources.
	· identify questions related to topics of interest or study
· evaluate and choose appropriate resources to answer questions about topics of interest or study
· identify geographic characteristics of U.S. on a blank map using an atlas (use song like “This Land is Your Land” to pick out natural regions)
	· use note taking graphic organizer to take notes about topics of interest or study (should include key words and questions about topic)
· use online resources to research information to explain reasons for different points of view
· evaluate websites that contain similar information about a topic of interest or study

	OUTCOME 4
Organize and manage information found in print, 
non-print, and computer/online formats.
	· use Graph Club to create graphs from surveys 
· teach text features from a big book (headings, subheadings, captions, bold print, italics, index, glossary, maps, charts, diagrams, labels)

· have students make bibliography cards for a topic of interest or study and alphabetize them
	· identify how various websites are organized to help student find answers to questions about a particular topic of interest or study
· have students to electronically create a time line of important events related to a topic of interest or study 

· make a PowerPoint presentation about a research topic

	OUTCOME 5

Interpret information to generate new understandings and knowledge.
	· research different countries for background information when the country is used as a setting in a particular story
· use information in a video about a science topic to make and test predictions

· use Kidspiration to create a simple graphic organizer to demonstrate understanding of a topic of interest or study
	· help students produce a movie about a topic of interest or study
· have students create a brochure to use for a topic of interest or study
· teach students how to create more complex PowerPoint presentations about a topic of interest or study 

	OUTCOME 7
Demonstrate responsible attitudes toward the use of information.
	· model the process for writing information in one’s own words about a topic of interest or study

· model the use of simplistic “Works Cited Strips” (title/author only) to identify sources used for projects such as class book about a topic of interest or study
· model the beginnings of creating a bibliography for research about a topic of interest or study

	· create note taking graphic organizer that includes a section at the bottom for citing different types of sources with parts of citation included
· use books, periodicals, websites, and online sources about a topic of interest or study to teach proper citation format
