Summer Technology Modernization Program Training

Core Technology Team Expectations

The purpose of the summer Technology Modernization Program training is to

prepare a core technology team from each school to provide support to the school staff and assist with school-based technology training.  The training for the core technology team will include instruction on Tech Mod applications, peripherals, online resources, and the integration of technology into the curriculum.

It is the core technology team’s responsibility to conduct the first Tech Mod training at each school for the school staff.  The content covered in the first Tech Mod training includes:

· Navigating the Tech Mod Desktop

· Exploring Microsoft Windows Operating System Components

· Utilizing the Shared Folders including Tshared, Sshared and the In/Out

Folders

· Viewing Student Desktop

· Logging Off and Shutting Down the PC Workstation

· Copying, deleting, renaming, organizing files and folders

· Managing printing tasks

· Managing server space allocations

This initial training should take place during the pre-service days in August.  The training should take 30-90 minutes depending on the skill level of the participants.  This training will follow the training plan provided by the Technology Consulting Team.

In addition to conducting the first Tech Mod training, the core technology team will assist and support the Technology Consultant assigned to the school to develop, organize and deliver additional Technology Modernization trainings and professional development opportunities.
