	Standards /Goals

	What is the overall purpose for the learning and teaching that will happen in this unit? What are the overarching questions that you want learners to be able to answer?

What do you want the learners to know and be able to do?

How are these goals aligned with local, state, and national standards?

What are the key content and technology standards that will be addressed? State them in kid language.



	Performance Targets

	State what the learner will be able to do at the end of your unit of instruction. Include skills or behaviors expected and the criteria for success. Include technology skills as appropriate.



	Instructional Activities

	List the instructional activities you plan for your unit. Continually revisit your standards, goals, and performance targets for alignment. Describe the activities you will use, and what learning strategy you intend to use for each activity.




	End Product

	How will the learners show that they have learned the key concepts? What method of assessment will you use to determine if the learners have mastered the goals of your unit?



	Technology

	Describe the technology used for your unit. What applications will you use? 



	Implementing your Unit

	Describe what resources and skills you must acquire before delivering your unit.



	Reflection

	After delivering your unit, reflect on its success. Did your learners meet their goals? What would you do differently next time? Did technology help or hinder the learning goals?
