General guidelines for submitting work:

· Proofread and edit any piece submitted
· Use MS Word if possible 

· If you do not have  MS Word, then use notepad or a simple text editor

· Use standard typeface and font (12 and times new roman)

· Email piece as an attachment

Important information to include when submitting something for publication: 

1. child’s first name (only)

2. age of student

3. grade level

4. name of school

5. teacher’s name

6. email address

7. parent’s permission form
