Citing Internet Sources

There are two main sources for citing bibliography sources, APA and MLA.  APA (American Psychological Association) is generally preferred for psychology, education, and other social sciences, while MLA (Modern Language Association) is generally used for literature, arts, and humanities.  AMA (American Medical Association) is used for medicine and biological sciences.  There is also a Turabian and Chicago style of citing sources.  The differences between the styles mostly involve the order of the information.

Of the four cites visited for this assignment, I preferred Indiana University Libraries (http://www.indiana.edu/%7Elibugls/Publications/electronic_mla.html).  This site clearly informs why you need to cite a source and where you should place the citation in your document. The information is neat and well-spaced.  I found it easy to scan and locate desired information quickly.  It was devoid of flashy colors, pictures, or other distractions.  I appreciated the bulleted list of “what you need.”  The categories of various media are clearly identified and the examples easy to follow.  The page appears to be well maintained and updated regularly.  I highly recommend this site to students.

Another site that I recommend would be Long Island University (http://www.liunet.edu/cwis/cwp/library/workshop/citation.htm).  Links are provided for the major citation styles.  This site offers color-coded examples of information needed for proper citation of a source.  The examples are easy to follow. Notes at the bottom of the style page offer reminders and cues.  I also like that menu links are provided for subjects such as evaluating resources, evaluating information, and avoiding plagiarism.  The site is colored for variety and interest but is not over stimulating or distracting.  The colors add clarity.  
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
