We have discussed the issue of Internet use and abuse, and here is the contract.  Please re-read these and sign the bottom.  You will also be taking this home for your parents to look over and sign.

NO ONE WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE COMPUTER UNTIL THIS IS SIGNED!

1. Use of the Internet is a privilege, not a right! If you abuse it, it will be taken away.

2. The Internet is to be used ONLY for educational use.  Any use besides that will result in disciplinary action, no questions asked.

3. When online and you see anything disturbing or that you feel uncomfortable with, report it immediately.

4. When online, NEVER give out any information about you, your family, or the school.  That includes names, addresses, e-mail addresses, and phone numbers.

5. If you receive e-mails that are marked “URGENT” or “IMPORTANT”, do not open them if you do not recognize the sender.

6. Never respond or forward chain letters or jokes.  They often contain viruses.

7. Be careful anytime you take part in online surveys or contests.  They are mostly so that companies can get your information to sell you products.

8. Be aware that Internet use can become an addiction.  Do not overuse it and forget about going outside and spending time with your friends and family.
