Not only do we have three computers with Internet access in our classroom, I have scheduled an hour a week in our computer lab.  That said, before I allow anyone onto a computer, I feel that there are some important things that you and your student should be made aware of.


The Internet is a fantastic resource that is and will continue to be integrated into school curriculums.  However, because of the almost limitless size and growth of the web, it is possible that students may inadvertently or voluntarily access inappropriate material.  For this reason, each student will sign a contract with me (their signed copy is included for your signature as well) that is, in essence, a list of rules.  These will be strictly adhered to, and any abuse will result in a suspension of computer privileges.  Also, our county uses an Internet search filtering technology.  Any questions regarding that can be directed to our Technology Coordinator.
