SCAVENGER HUNT!!!

 Objective:  Students will work in cooperative learning groups to analyze clues to determine where materials are located in the SLMC (School Library Media Center) and will design a graphic aide which illustrates the location and attributes of information sources.

Web Sites:  *Note:  The teacher/library media specialist should BOOKMARK web sites for the lesson to save time and eliminate errors due to typographical errors. Use these, or add your favorites. 

· Information Please, Kids Almanac
· Kids Web - The Digital Library for K-12 Students
Activities: 

· Divide the class into 6 cooperative learning groups and distribute the Scavenger Hunt questions.

· Group members work together to search and record answers.

· Groups take their answers to the teacher/library media specialist.  He/she checks answers against the key and circles any incorrect responses.  The group may revisit these questions.

· As a culminating activity, each group member helps to design a bookmark, which must include a map and a minimum of four attributes of the information category searched in their last Scavenger Hunt question (fiction, non-fiction, biography, periodicals, reference, or on-line; see rubric).
*Note:  Bookmarks may be produced using paper and pencil, or a software program, such as  Microsoft Publisher. 

· Group members sign their names to the rubric and score their success.

· Each group turns in one rubric and one bookmark.


Follow-Up: 

· Xerox copies of student created bookmarks for distribution at the circulation desk.

· Display originals of student created bookmarks (with rubric) on bulletin board.

Goal or Challenge: 

· Your task is to answer all reference questions correctly.

· The goal is to select the best source of information to fill each request.

· The problem/challenge is to decide which area (fiction, non-fiction, biography, periodicals, reference, or on-line) has the best source to find the requested  information.

· The obstacles to overcome include working as a team to analyze the question, predict the type of source which is needed, and locate the source.

Product/Performance and Purpose: 

· Your group will receive a 6 question Scavenger Hunt.  Each question will require your group to find a source in a different area of the library (fiction, non-fiction, biography, periodicals, reference, or on-line). You will discuss a strategy, evaluate the source(s) you explore, and record the best source directly on the scavenger hunt sheet.

· Team members will alternate as group recorder.  Strategize and search as a group.  The recorder writes down the answer, initials the question, and hands the Scavenger Hunt questions off to another group member.  Continue to rotate recorder duties until all questions are answered.

· After locating the 6 sources, each group member will create a theme bookmark.  The area where you located the answer to question 6 will be your group's theme (fiction, non-fiction, biography, periodicals, reference, or on-line). Your bookmark design must include a map and advertise the types of materials that are found in your theme section (4 attributes, minimum).

Audience: 

· Your target audience is your peers.  Students using the School Library Media Center will use the bookmark your group creates as a guide. These will available at the check-out counter.

· You need to design a bookmark that looks interesting and provides helpful tips for finding information in your particular area (fiction, non-fiction, biography, periodicals, reference, or on-line) for other students.

Criteria for Success: 

· Complete the Scavenger Hunt questionnaire.

· Study the rubric to evaluate your bookmark.
