Instructional Roles:


The Media Specialist will present the introduction to the Dewey Decimal System and provide all the work sheets. The teacher will divide the class into the groups and assist the class in the decisions about who will do on-camera narration and who will be operating the camera during the video taping. Both will assist students in completing the worksheets and posters while in the media center and in selecting books for the videotape display. Both will assist students in completing the script worksheets and will work with the school drama department and parent volunteers to provide costume props for the videotaping. Before the students return for the video taping the following week, both the media specialist and the teacher will meet one-on-one with the narrators to prepare and practice the reading of the scripts. The TV Technician or Media Assistant will train the camera operator and assist on the day of the video taping. The Media Specialist and TV Technician will train the students who edit.

Activity and Procedures for Completion:

The purpose of this activity is for ESOL students to learn where to find books on their favorite subjects in the media center while learning the basic Dewey Decimal system vocabulary.  A second purpose is for the students to produce a video tape about the Dewey Decimal system that will be used in the media specialist’s “Welcome to the Media Center” orientation program for all students. 

Before coming to media center the ESOL teacher, using her knowledge of student language skills, will:

Break class into 12 groups, 2-3 students each

Assign each group a Dewey Decimal System section, i.e. 900-999, History 

Choose a volunteer to be camera operator for the videotaping; the volunteer will be trained and assisted by the TV technician. Volunteer is also a group member.

Choose 2 volunteers to edit; the volunteers will be trained and assisted by the TV technician and Media Specialist. Volunteers are also group members.

Choose 1 or 2 student volunteers from each group as actor (on camera narrator) who will each present one Dewey section. The teacher will inform actors/narrators and groups that the actor/narrator will be portraying a famous person on the videotape in order to draw further attention to the Dewey numbering system. For example, a student might portray Michael Jordan, wearing a Bulls’ or Wizards’ basketball jersey with #23, to narrate the 700-799, Arts section, which contains the Sports subdivision. A student might portray Bill Gates, wearing the Bill Gates style glasses, to narrate the 000-100, General Information section, which contains the Computer subdivision. A name plate will sit in front of each actor/narrator. The teacher will present each group with the name of a suggested famous person for the actor/narrator to portray. (Any group may choose a different famous person with the permission of the teacher and the media specialist.) Elaborate costumes are not intended.
Week 1, Day 1

Each student will fill in Worksheet A—Dewey Decimal System Vocabulary—as the media specialist presents and pronounces these words. She will show representative books from the various sections, Fiction, Story Collection, Biography and non-fiction sections 000-099 through 900-999 and ask students what they think that particular section is about. Media specialist will use a white board to write Dewey vocabulary word and phrase identifier for each Dewey section, while asking for student pronunciation of the vocabulary. Media Specialist will have a display of books from each section to refer to and select from as she talks. She will have a display of photographs with name captions of the famous people that each group actor/narrator will portray.

Media Specialist will discuss book spine labels with students.


Students will break into their groups and go to their assigned Dewey section shelves.  They will use the sub-division labels on the shelves (for example: 900-999, sub-division labels European History, Asian History, African History, U. S. History) to fill in Worksheet B—Dewey Decimal System Section Summary—one worksheet per group.


Students will select five books from their Dewey section as illustrations of the kind of books that can be found in that section, writing these titles on Worksheet B. They will select additional books as representative of their section to be displayed during production of the video tape.


Students will transfer information from Worksheet B onto poster board to be displayed during videotaping.

Week 1, Day 2


Students will finish their posters.


Students will research the famous person that the actor/narrator for their group will portray, using biographical reference books and reference sources on the internet. Each group will fill out Worksheet C—Biography Research—and then summarize the information in a paragraph, one worksheet per group. The actor/narrators will use these paragraphs to help them prepare their scripts when they work one-on-one with their teacher and the media specialist.

Week 1, Remainder of Week


Student volunteer editors will work with Media Specialist and TV technician to edit video.

Week 2, Day 1

Students will assemble for the taping of the orientation video. While each actor/narrator presents a Dewy section, wearing costume props and using the posters and book displays of titles chosen by each group, the camera operator, assisted by the TV technician, tapes the presentation. The class fills in Worksheet D—Dewey Subdivisions and Book Titles—as each actor/narrator presents a different Dewey section.

Week 2, Day 2


Students will continue video taping and filling in Worksheet D.

Week 2, Day 3


Students will finish video taping and filling in Worksheet D.


After video taping is complete, students will match Dewey Decimal Section number with the correct Dewey Section Term. They may play the matching game on the computers using Quia Dewey Decimal Games, URL,  http://www.quia.com/fc/7265.html or by using the Dewey Decimal Game Cards to match the yellow cards—Dewey section names—with the pink cards—Dewey section numbers.

Evaluation:


With class members encouraging each other, one student volunteer at a time, will match a book, using its spine label with its Dewey Section Name. A student will volunteer to select a book from the new books that are displayed on individual display stands around the media center. She will place it on the appropriate table with the Dewey Section Name, i.e. the book titled: Red Scarf Girl: A Memoir of the Cultural Revolution with spine label 951.05 JIA, will be placed on the table labeled History. 

Follow-Up:


Students will return to the media center to watch the edited video tape.
