· Creating Power Point group presentations and presenting them in the media center on our LCD equipment

· Creating 5 minute movies, as a group, using the digital editing equipment and expertise of media center staff

Outcome 5

Develop lifelong reading habits, focusing on the value of books and other media as sources of information and recreation
	Course: Eng 10, Unit: Research Paper

Students:

· Locate and read a book of fiction, nonfiction or poetry, that is related to their chosen research topic. Emphasis is placed on choosing a book that appeals to student and wide latitude is granted in relation of book to research paper topic

· Choose reading as a leisure time activity

· Participate in book talks

Students: 

· Examine MCPS political cartoon database and media center NY Times reference book collection of political cartoons of time period

· Examine and discuss with media specialist the political cartoons of today appearing in newspapers and magazines 

· Recognize 


	Course: ESOL 3, Unit: Ancient Civ.

Students return to Media Center for follow-up to Outcomes 1, 2, 3:

· Media Specialist reads poem from 19 Varieties of Gazelle: Poems of the Middle East

· Students select books for check-out from entire collection, including display of Middle East fiction and nonfiction  books

· Recognize libraries and personnel as source of information, assistance and fun

· Meet with public librarian to learn how to receive a library card
