3.  Can I rent the movie from Blockbuster and show it in my classroom or on the bus for field trips?

NO.  MCPS must own the video.  If we don’t have the one you want, look on the TLC, or United Streaming, or in the MCPS Video Library.  If it is available, we can borrow it from another library.

4.  Can I show a movie I own in my classroom?

Only if it is approved by MCPS and can be found in the TLC or DAE database.
5.  What if the movie I want to show is not in the system?  How can I get it approved?

If it is appropriately rated, complete the MCPS Form 365-25: 

Record of Evaluation for Instructional Materials for print and non-print materials

This form is simple to complete and it explains how the video relates to the MCPS curriculum.  Two signatures are required.  It is then sent to Sandra Days, Supervisor of Evaluation and Selection for MCPS, who gives official approval.

7. Can I record a movie off TV and show it to my students? 

Only if it can be found as part of Cable in the Classroom or it has been sent to us by MCPS.
· The recording may only be shown in the course of teaching activities within 10 consecutive school days of the date of recording, 

· used once in the course of relevant face-to-face instruction (not for entertainment purposes)

· retained for 35 days for evaluation to determine if it should be purchased

· erased or destroyed after 45 days of recording
