Instructional Roles:

The library Media Specialist will instruct students on the use of Movie Maker and assist students as they make their demo movie.  The classroom teacher will also assist students as they learn to use the Movie Maker program.

Activity and Procedures:
Objectives:

Students will be able to:

· Use Movie Maker to create a short demo movie
· Develop ideas for an independent film project
Media Instruction Procedure:
Session 1:  (one block class period) Media Center/Computer Lab

· Demo Movie Maker with still images and music clips
· Have students practice using Movie Maker by following steps and creating a short movie using saved images and music
1.  Ask students what they are studying in their new English Unit. Answers should include Shakespeare and discoveries.
2.  Explain that instead of writing a journal, or using power point to document their discoveries for the year, students will use a new format for their presentation – Windows Movie Maker.

3.  Ask if any students have used Movie Maker or Imovie before.  These students might be able to help others through the demo film process and be trouble-shooters for the project.
4.  Show the students an example of a short movie made with Movie Maker.  Tell them that the movie is made with still images taken with a digital camera and music from a CD.

5. Show the movie a second time.  Ask students to watch for:

Title slide – a dark slide with the title

Transitions – methods of moving from one picture (clip) to another

Music – how the music reflects the mood of the movie

Credit slide – gives credit to sources of images/audio clips

6.  Ask students to identify /describe the items listed above.  How does the music make the movie more interesting?  How do the transitions help the still images flow?  Why must I give credit to the music I used? 

7. Have students log on to the computer.  Have them open Movie Maker in Windows Accessories.   Hand out Movie Maker – Basic Steps instruction sheet.  Read the instructions for capturing images. 


Click on IMPORT PICTURES

8.  Instruct students to open the HWalker hand-out folder on their desktop.  Open the folder titled Images.  

Click SELECT and add at least 5 images to their collection.

9.  Instruct students to return to Movie Maker.  Drag images (Clips) into storyboard at bottom of screen.

10.  Demonstrate editing process.  Have students edit their movie by clicking on effects and transitions.  Caution that adding effects and transitions take time to import and patience is needed for this step.

11.  Demonstrate adding audio.  Demonstrate adding narration.  Have students try to add audio clips from the HWalker hand-out folder, Audio folder.  Have students use the Microphone setting to add simple narration.
12.  Demonstrate creating title and credit slides.  Have students create these slides for their demo movie.

13.  Have students save the demo movie in their folders. Review the steps for making the movie and direct their attention to the Movie Maker help sites listed on their handout.  Tell students that it would be very helpful for them to visit these sites before the next class – and make notes of any extra tips they find for the movie making process. 

14.  Student Assignment:  


1.  Visit the help sites.

2.  Think about your personal discoveries for the school year.  List some images and songs that you would like to use in your movie to depict your discoveries.
Evaluation:
Students will create a short demo film using Movie Maker.
Follow-up:

Session 2:  (one block class period) Classroom

· Discuss copyright and fair use
· Use digital cameras to collect images for movies
· Use computers to search for images from web

Sessions 3: (one block class period) Media Center/Computer Lab

· Bring in digital images or images to scan, CD’s for music, and written narration or script.
· Use materials to begin Movie Maker project

Session 4:  (one block class period) Media Center/Computer Lab

· Continue editing movie


Session 5: (one block class period) Classroom

· Self-evaluate projects using rubrics

· Present Movie

Movie Maker - Basic Steps

Capture video 

*
Capture new video or import still pictures and images stored on a 
CD, placed into a file, copied from web, scanned from book


Click on IMPORT PICTURES 


When you find an image you like, click SELECT


This builds a collection of images to choose from

*
Drag images (clips) into a storyboard or timeline 


Choose images in the order you want

Create titles and credits

Make cinema-style transitions, such as fades, dissolves, and wipes

Save movie to your folder until you are totally satisfied with the presentation.  Once it is saved to CD, you will no longer be able to edit and change it.

Purchase a CD and burn the CD when your presentation is complete.
